Selection Committee
Members of the GCCT Executive Committee will review the scholarship applications and select the finalists. The committee will consider the following:
· Desire to enrich the lives of others through fine arts or a related program
· Personal achievements
· School and community involvement

Eligibility 
Initial Applicants must:
· Be a US Citizen, national, or permanent legal resident
· Be in their senior year of high school
· Plan on attending an accredited four-year college/university and have declared a major or intent on pursuing a major in performing arts (music, dance, theater, technical theater, arts administration, arts education, etc.) 
· Showcase their talent at least one GCCT show in the upcoming year

At the end of each academic year, prior recipients may renew their scholarship for up to four years provided they meet the following:
· Be enrolled at an accredited four-year college/university
· Maintain a GPA of 3.0 or greater
· Have a declared a major or intent to pursue a major in performing arts (music, dance, theater, technical theater, arts administration, arts education, etc.) 

High School Senior Application Process
1. Students must submit an application Packet containing:
a. Completed scholarship application form (found on page 4)
b. Essay describing why the student is applying for the GCCT Performing Arts Scholarship and how they intend on using their talent
c. Recommendation letter from a current teacher or industry professional
d. Copy of college acceptance letter
e. Headshot (or close-up digital photo) for the purpose of press release upon recipient selection
f. Video, audio or visual submission of a sample of the artist’s work 

2. The Selection Committee will select the finalist(s) from the pool of applications submitted each academic year that meet the established criteria.

3. The selected finalist(s) will be notified on or about the aforementioned deadline. 

Scholarship Renewal Process
1. Recipients wishing to renew their scholarship must submit a packet containing:
a. College transcripts or other form of documentation indicating that their GPA for the end of the academic year is 3.0 or greater 
b. Documentation of declared major and/or course schedule demonstrating progress toward declared major 
c. Completed renewal application form (found on page 5)

2. The Selection Committee will approve the scholarship renewal once eligibility has been verified.

3. Recipients that receive renewal approval will be notified on or about one month after all documentation has been submitted.
